Trafalgar Square, Westminster Abbey, the

choices are Madame Tussaud's Wax Museum and the Planetarium on Baker Street or the Imperial War Museum

which is not so much about war as man in war told with authentic machines, diaries and film.

The airline negotiated base fare is guaranteed. Taxes and any airline-related fees such as fuel
surcharges are not. Airline taxes and other fees such as fuel surcharges will be additional to the base fare
and are listed above as current as of the date of this document. They are subject to change at the time of
ticketing. Basic airline taxes on trans-Atlantic routes range from about 90.00 to $140.00 based upon the
number of flights and the city pairs.
