These are two of the most famous tournaments in the world. The GOTHIA CUP is the second-largest youth tournament in 
the world, played in Gothenburg (Sweden) with over 1400 teams from 65+ countries. Teams stay in schools or in multi-

bedded dorms or hotels and use the Super Card for entrance to a number of sites and 
activities and as a bus and metro pass for transportation. The Opening Ceremonies are 
held in the ULLEVI Stadium with usually over 60,000 people in attendance on Monday 
and the finals are contested in the Stadium on Saturday. 
 

Sunday morning a motorcoach will transfer us to the dock for the three-hour ferry to 
Fredrikshavn (Denmark), followed by a short motorcoach to Hjorring for the DANA CUP. 
Settle into our accommodations. The Opening Ceremonies are held in the stadium on 
Monday evening with the first games the next morning Teams are placed in groups of 
four (or five) and as at the GOTHIA CUP, after the first round will enter the second round 
either “A” bracket for the top two finishers or the “B” bracket for the rest of the teams. 
Teams play a “knock-out” competition until a champion is determined in both brackets. 
 

Throughout the week of the DANA CUP, voices from throughout the world are heard 
non-stop. Club chants resonate in the eating halls and on the fields. After the games in 

the evening are the excitement of the disco and the carnival and the mingling of thousands of youth from around the world.

July 11 (Saturday) 
     Depart Newark on Scandinavian Airlines Depending on the departure city, a different airline might be used. 
 
July 12 (Sunday) 
     Arrive Gothenburg, Sweden's second-largest city and site of the GOTHIA CUP, the 
second-largest tournament in the world. Motorcoach transfer to school accommodation for 
players and coaches, hotels for adults. Upon arrival, registration of the team takes place and 
everyone settles into the chosen level of accommodations. 
 
July 13 - 14 (Monday  -  Tuesday)     
     First round games are played over these two days for over 1,300 teams from 65+ 
countries. The massive Opening Ceremonies begin this evening in Ullevi Stadium for over 
40,000 coaches, players and accompanying adults. 
 
July 15 (Wednesday) 
    Games continue. After the first round, teams are seeded into "A" and "B" levels for the 
play-offs depending on their order of finish. Attend the professional soccer match in the stadium that night. 
 
July 16 (Thursday) 
    Second round of the tournament, which is a knockout round, begins. After the first round the top two finishers in each 
group continue in the "A" Final while the bottom teams participate in the "B" Finals. Optional visit to Liseberg Amusement 
park in the evening for fun and excitement if desired. 
 
July 17 (Friday) 
    Quarter-finals and semi-finals are played today. 
 
July 18 (Saturday) 
    The "A" Finals are held in Ullevi Stadium. 
 
July 19 (Sunday) 
     Motorcoach transfer to the ferry terminal for the sailing to Denmark with a short 45 minute motorcoach to the Dana Cup.  

STI provides a luggage service between Sweden and Denmark so participants don't 
need to carry their luggage. The luggage gets loaded on to the truck upon departure 
from the Gothia Cup and is delivered to the school or adult accommodations at the 
Dana Cup! Upon arrival, we settle into our school accommodations. Each team has 
one classroom. 
 
July 20 (Monday) 
    Sightseeing tour to Skagen, the famous beach resort town (one 
hour north of the Dana Cup). In the evening are the Opening 

Ceremonies for the Dana Cup, attended by over 20,000 coaches, players and spectators in the stadium. 
 
July 21 - 25 (Tuesday - Saturday) 
     The DANA CUP competition begins for approximately 850 teams from 55+ countries. During the CUP 
there are as many people affiliated with teams as live in the town (25,000) so the atmosphere is similar to 
a mini-Olympic village! After the first round in which teams are broken into groups of four, teams then 
continue in the tournament in a knock-out competition in both the “A” and & “B” brackets. Finals are held 
in the Stadium on Saturday. 
 
July 26 (Sunday) 
    Motorcoach to Frederikshavn for the Stena Line ferry to Oslo. Upon arrival, met by Norway Cup staff who will assist in the 
motorcoach transfer to the accommodations. The Opening Ceremonies are that evening. 



 
July 27 – August 01  (Monday - Saturday) 
    Norway Cup competition for over 1600 teams from 25+ countries. 
 
August 02  (Sunday)

The adult cost is based upon double occupancy. At the Gothia Cup, adults are accommodated in 4-star hotels of the 
Scandic chain in central Gothenburg. Daily buffet breakfast and the Gothia Cup SUPER CARD are included. At the Dana 
Cup, adults will stay at the beach hotel, Fyrklit, in  two-bedded rooms with private toilet and shower in the rooms. No meals 
for adults included at the Dana Cup. This price includes shuttle bus service from the hotel to Dana Cup site. DANA CUP 
MEAL CARD (same as for players) IS AVAILABLE FOR ADULTS at $100.00 for the week. At the Norway Cup, adults are 
accommodated in the city-center Scandic KNA.

A NOTE ON PRICING 

This is what you must know about pricing. Others may not be so clear or even deceive you! 
 
This price has been computed with tariffs and exchange rates in effect as of the date of preparation and is subject to 
revision per the terms of the Tour Conditions. The STI promise to you is if your team’s deposits and properly-completed STI 
Tours Inc. Conditions forms (for each participating member) are received by the due date, the quoted STI price will be 
guaranteed in US dollars per STI policies. The following limitations apply. 
 
The airline negotiated base fare is guaranteed. Taxes and any airline-related fees such as fuel surcharges are not. 
Airline taxes and other fees such as fuel surcharges will be additional to the base fare and are listed above as current as of 
the date of this document.  They are subject to change at the time of ticketing. Basic airline taxes on trans-Atlantic routes 
range from about 90.00 to $140.00 based upon the number of flights and the city pairs. The Fuel Surcharge is due to the 
price of oil. Fuel Surcharges can be added by the airline at any time until ticketing!  Consequently, the total airline taxes and 
fuel surcharge could be as low as about $175.00 over $300.00 or even higher in some cases. There is no way to know until 
the tickets are issued. 
 
Airline taxes and Fuel Surcharges will be added to the Final Invoice but once the airline tickets are issued if there is a 
difference between the calculated amount at the time of the Final Invoice and the actual amount on the date of issue, a 
Supplemental Invoice will be issued.  Additionally, the re-calculation of airline ticket taxes due to international exchange 
rates (since all foreign taxes are subject to this even if the actual tax amount in the foreign currency doesn’t change), might 
result in an additional cost after Final Payment since STI has no control over this. The total amount of any changes will be 
reflected in a Supplemental Invoice for all travelers. 
 
The price of the land program is guaranteed with no limitations for all tours except if the United Kingdom is 
involved. If the tour involves the United Kingdom, as long as the exchange rate maintains a level at or below 1.9 dollars for 
each English pound, the rate will be guaranteed. If this rate is exceeded by the currency markets, there will be an additional 
charge for the difference on the Final Invoice. If the number in the group falls below the minimum number upon which the 
group price was computed (as listed in the Conditions) there will be an adjustment. Please note that if this tour involves a 
homestay, there might be some additional charges by the host club when the program is finalized. We cannot guarantee 
something we don't know about or have not included at the time of preparation. STI reserves the right to re-compute the 
tour costing in the event that the deposits and the Conditions forms have not been received by the due date which may 
result in a different price.
