July 25 (Saturday)
Depart JFK for Newcastle.

July 26 (Sunday)
We will be met at the Airport by staff which will assist in the transfer to the
Whitley Bay. Check into our
private guest house
accommodations  with  home-
cooked meals. (Make sure you
read the note on Whitley Bay
accommodations at the end of
the itinerary.) Whitley Bay has
miles of sandy beaches on the North Sea. The main field complex at
Churchill and the secondary site at Foxhunters are within walking
distance (no more than twenty-five minutes depending on the location
of your hotel). Whitley Bay Metro (subway) is easily accessible from
anywhere in Whitley Bay and the Churchill Felds site is across the street from Monkseaton
Metro Station (one stop from Whitley Bay). Newcastle city center is about twenty minutes by
the Metro.

July 27 (Monday)

Transportation to Edinburgh, Scotland by train for sightseeing. The train takes about
ninety minutes. Upon arrival at Waverley Station in the heart of Edinburgh, a local guide will
meet us for a walking tour which will include the Castle and the Royal Mile. Afternoon is free
for shopping in the little shops of the Royal Mile or on Princes Street, on the ather side of the
train station in the New Town. Return to Whitley Bay in the early evening.

July 28 (Tuesday)
There will be a friendly game against local in the morning followed by the a motorcoach transfer (about 30 minutes
drive from Whitley Bay) to the old Norman cathedral city of Durham with its 12" century cathedral, castle and narrow



streets. Durhamis a town of 30,000. There is no guide, but we can walk to all the sites, eat lunch and shop. Return
in the afternoon.

July 29 — August 02 (Wednesday - Sunday)

Newcastle Festival (North Tyneside Youth Tournament) begins for multiple ages of boys and girls teams. In the
open section (Boys Club as it is called in England) good quality amateur teams compete. American premier and
competitive district level (or their equivalent) teams should compete very well on this level.

Fnals for all brackets are on Sunday. The quarter-finals are played on Friday, the semi-
finals on Saturday and the finals on Sunday.

August 02 (Sunday)

Teams will leave for London at 09:30 unless they are in the finals. Driving time is about
5 %% hours with a stop for lunch. Upon arrival London at the hotel in London, staff will assist
in the check-in. The rest of the day is free.

August 03 and 04 (Monday — Tuesday)

The guide(s) will meet us at the hotel at 09:15 each morning and are available until
18:00 for sightseeing to places such as Trafalgar Square, Westminster Abbey, the
Parliament Buildings with Big Ben, Buckingham Palace, the Queen's Lifeguard and the
Tower of London. Transportation will be by Tube (Subway) pass. Each group leader will
meet with the guide(s) to discuss the program for that day. Departure from the hotel is at
09:30.

There will be time for shopping on Oxford Street. A visit to the British Museum (on Great
Russell Street near Oxford Street) is recommended since it contains some of the greatest
collections of antiquity outside of Greece and Rome. It also contains the largest mummy
collection outside of Egypt. Another great option is the London Dungeon which is a
fantastic experience in sight and sound of famous British historical figures, the Jack the
Ripper exhibition recreating 19th century London and a very graphic recreation of medieval
life, customs and anomalies. Not for the squeamish! Other choices are Madame Tussaud's
Wax Museum and the Planetarium on Baker Street or the Imperial War Museum which is
not so much about war as man in war told with authentic machines, diaries and film

August 05 (Wednesday)
Moatorcoach transfer to Novotel West End to JFK New York in USA

HOTELS INWHITLEY BAY
Teams are only booked into private guest house hotels in Whitley Bay which are affiliated to the Hoteliers Association,
but do not expect them to be like a typical American economy hotel. They are older with their own special charm and
have televisions and telephone. All have toilet and showers (or bath) in the rooms. Teams from North America are given
priority for these hatels in Whitley Bay since these are closest to the fields and near the sandy beaches. Hotels similar
to American standards are available (outside of Whitley Bay) and transportation to/from the fields might be required,
both of which could result in higher costs.

This is what you must know about pricing. Others may not be so clear or even deceive you!

This price has been computed with tariffs and exchange rates in effect as of the date of preparation and is subject to revision
per the terms of the Tour Conditions. The STI promise to you is if your team's deposits and properly-completed ST1 Tours Inc.
Conditions forms (for each participating member) are received by the due date, the quoted STI price will be guaranteed in US
dollars per STI palicies. The following limitations apply.

The airline negotiated base fare is guaranteed. Taxes and any airline-related fees such as fuel surcharges are not.
Alrline taxes and other fees such as fuel surcharges will be additional to the base fare and are listed above as current as of the
date of this document. They are subject to change at the time of ticketing. Basic airline taxes on trans-Atlantic routes range
fromabout $125.00 to $175.00 based upon the number of flights and the city pairs. The Fuel Surcharge is due to the price of all.
Fuel Surcharges can be added by the airline at any time until ticketing! Consequently, the total airline taxes and fuel surcharge
could be as low as about $225.00 over $400.00 or even higher in some cases. There is no way to know until the tickets are
issued.

Airline taxes and Fuel Surcharges will be added to the Final Invoice but once the airline tickets are issued if there is a difference
between the calculated amount at the time of the Fnal Invoice and the actual amount on the date of issue, a Supplemental
Invoice will be issued. Additionally, the re-calculation of airline ticket taxes due to international exchange rates (since all foreign
taxes are subject to this even if the actual tax amount in the foreign currency doesn't change), might resullt in an additional cost
after Final Payment since STI has no control over this. The total amount of any changes will be reflected in a Supplemental
Invoice for all travelers.

The price of the land program is guaranteed with no limitations for all tours except if the United Kingdom is involved. If
the tour involves the United Kingdom, as long as the exchange rate maintains a level at or below 2.00 dadllars for each English
pound, the rate will be guararteed. If this rate is exceeded by the currency markets, there will be an additional charge for the
difference on the Final Invoice. If the number in the group falls below the minimum number upon which the group price was
computed (as listed in the Conditions) there will be an adjustment. Please note that if this tour involves a homestay, there might
be some additional charges by the host dub when the program is finalized. We cannot guarantee something we don't know
about or have not included at the time of preparation. STI reserves the right to re-compute the tour costing in the event that
the depasits and the Conditions forms have not been received by the due date which may result in a different price.
